e Don't try to cut sharp curves with straight cut
snips.

e Don't resharpen a snip blade.

e Don't use snips as a hammer, screwdriver or pry
bar. Use proper tools for the job.

e Don't store snips in a drawer with other tools.

e Never hammer, or use your foot to get extra
pressure on the cutting edges.
