e Use a screw holding screwdriver to get screws
started in awkward, hard-to-reach areas.

e Don't use pliers on the handle of a screwdriver to
get extra turning power.

e Don't use a screwdriver with a split or broken
handle.

e Don't use a regular screwdriver to check a
storage battery or to determine if an electrical
circuit is live.

e Don't use tools that shows sign of wear and have
the second layer of plastic visible.
