Safety tips
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e Always change tools in secure areas where
there is no risk of falling tools.

e Always use tools with Unior carabiners and
never use carabiners with a diameter less than
6mm.

e Tools being used at height should regularly be
checked for damage and that there is no
damage to lanyards, carabiners, attachment
rings or belts.

Safety (pictures)
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e Don't use tools without attaching them to your
work belt when working at height.

e Don't use and fix damaged tools.

e Don't exceed maximum weight of 2.3kg for
individual tools that a worker can attach to their
belt.

Can we use a tool for working at height as a normal tool?
A tool for working at height has the same usability as a normal tool, except that a non-removable

riveted metal buckle is added to this tool.
