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e Use a screw holding screwdriver to get screws @ Don't use pliers on the handle of a screwdriver to
started in awkward, hard-to-reach areas. get extra turning power. A wrench should only be

used on the square shank or bolster of a
screwdriver that is especially designed for that
purpose.

e Use a stubby screwdriver in close quarters
where a conventional screwdriver cannot be
used.

e A rounded tip should be redressed with a file;
make sure edges are straight.

e Don't expose a screwdriver blade to excessive
heat as it may reduce the hardness of the blade.

o Screwdrivers used in the shop are best stored ~ ® DON't use a screwdriver with a split or broken
